Answers to Problems will vary, especially for Part 1. 
Part 1:

1. Students may number each egg, or group them in various ways to make counting easier.  For instance, they may group in 2’s and find that they have 12 groups of 2, with one ungrouped egg.  They may group in 5’s or 10’s as well.


2. With 105 tic marks, students may strive for a more convenient grouping.  Although some may try to number each tic mark, they will probably find this cumbersome, with the numbers taking up more space than the tic marks themselves.  So, they may group by 2’s, 10’s, or other numbers, with appropriate tic marks left over, depending on the grouping strategy.  Some students may take a more geometric approach, building an array of tick marks.

Part 2: 

After watching the video, many students will probably group the eggs and the tic marks in groups of 10
