Handout 1:  “Bar Graphs for Bugs”
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This is one example of a correct bar graph. Student's answers will differ based on the labeling of the values on the y-axis. 
Assessment A

1. By looking at the graphs, and carefully observing the scales, both Student A and Student B made 8 reasoning mistakes, and did not check their work 10 times.

2. Student A is doing better in arithmetic overall. Although a quick look at the graphs seems to indicate that Student B is doing better (the black total bar for student B seems to be slightly shorter than the black total bar for Student A), a close look at the scale shows that  Student A made about 38 errors while Student B made slightly over 60 errors.

      3. What is the least popular food in Mrs. Smith's class? Yogurt
4. What is the least popular food in Mr. Briggs' class? Broccoli
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
