“Naming and Defining Angles”
Angles are made from 2 rays (lines with an endpoint, and extending in only one direction from the endpoint) that share a common endpoint.  We name them from the starting point to a point on the arrow-end of the ray:
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	Joining 2 rays at a common endpoint forms an angle:
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	that can be named
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or
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	We name angles with 3 letters, starting from a point on one ray, to the vertex, or point, of the angle, to a point on the second ray.  The common point the vertex, (in this case, the point A) is the middle letter of the angle name


Part I.  Name the following angles.
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Actually, an angle breaks a plane into 2 angles:  an interior angle, and an exterior angle.

To show which angle we mean when we name or draw an angle, we put a curved arrow between the rays, to indicate interior or exterior angle.
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
