 "Displaying Survey Information as Graphs" Handout

A histogram is a kind of graph in which numbers, groups of numerical results, or categories are listed along the horizontal axis, and the frequency (by percent or by number) of each item is listed along the vertical axis. Each result is illustrated in a bar graph.. 
In the following example, 70 people who suffer from allergies were interviewed about the causes of their allergies. The resulting data from these interviews is shown in the histogram below. 
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1. What is the most common cause of allergies among survey respondents?

2. What is the least common cause, according to the survey?
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3. Suppose that a friend of yours wants to know if allergies are getting better or worse. Can you use the data from the above graph to figure this out? Why or why not?
