 independently, then as the number of trials increases, the ratio of the observed frequency of the event to the total number of trials converges towards P.  This means that a fair coin with a probability of ½ for heads or tails will produce ratios of heads or tails to the total number of trials of closer and closer to one half as one does more trials.
