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1. In the video the Cyberchase kids wrote: “7 + 7 + 7 + 7 + 7 = 35”. Explain how this arithmetic sentence represents an answer to the question of how to share 35 candies among 7 gargoyles. 

a. Why are there five 7s? 

b. Could you have written it as “5 + 5 + 5 + 5 + 5 + 5 + 5 = 35”?  Why or why not?

c. We often write these expressions as multiplication facts. What multiplication fact goes with the number sentences above?

d. Sharing problems can also be written using division. For example, we would write 35 ÷ 7 = 5. How are the multiplication and division facts related?
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2. Suppose the trio had 21 candies, not 35.  Find two ways to solve the problem of sharing among the 7 gargoyles, using manipulatives and numbers.  Show your work.

3. Now, you have 32 candies, and 4 people who want to share them fairly. How many candies does each person get? Show your work.
