Character Letter Directions Handout
Take on the point of view of either the colonists or the Passamaquoddy.  You will be writing a letter in which you describe your first encounter with the other group.  Here are some points to guide you:

· Begin by deciding which character you will be.  Use your character response table to help you decide.
· Decide to whom you will write your letter.  If you are a colonist, you could address your letter to a relative, friend or sponsor in your native land.  If you are a Passamaquoddy, you could address your letter to a relative, friend or elder of a neighboring tribe.

· What details will you tell them about the colonists or the Passamaquoddy?  You can describe what they are wearing, how they speak, their personalities, or actions.

· Be sure to include your reaction when you first saw the other group.  What were you doing at the time you first saw them?  How did you feel?  What were the reactions of the other people around you?

· How did the encounter end?  Did the two groups decide to trade with one another?  What will they trade?  After the groups went their separate ways, what was said amongst your own group?  Do you trust the others?  Why or why not?

· Make sure to follow proper friendly letter format.  Include a salutation at the beginning and a proper closing at the end.  Make sure to sign your letter also!  If the name of your character was not indicated in the video segment, create one to use in your closing.
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
