“How Far to Wells Road”
Bianca is driving to visit her friend.  Her instructions tell her that she has to drive 3.2 miles to get to Wells Road.  

She reads her odometer, which keeps track of the miles her car drives, as she turns onto Central Ave.  It is 126 miles.  She calculates what the odometer will say when she passes Wells Road.  

What will Bianca’s odometer read when she gets to Wells Road?

Keep in mind that it is always necessary to line up decimal points when adding, whether the number has values to the tenths or the hundredths.  Also keep in mind that whole numbers like 2, 6, or 9 can be written as 2.0, 6.0, and 9.0, to show their decimals points, so they also can be lined up.
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
