Introduction to the Entire Coordinate Plane (and naming quadrants 1 through 4)

Instead of starting the number lines at the origin, (0, 0), we use two perpendicular number lines which extend from negative infinity to positive infinity. This creates four quadrants rather than one. They are numbered counterclockwise as shown below.

Just as in quadrant 1, we name points by how far the points are to the left or right of the origin using the x-axis as the measure, and how far up or down they are from the origin using the y-axis as the measure. So we name the points illustrated below:
