Estimating Profit from a Job

Suppose you were asked to measure the length of an unsharpened pencil. You decided to measure it to the nearest quarter of an inch. Your best friend measured it to the nearest half inch. For example, if the pencil were 7.6 inches long, you would both predict its measurement as 7.5 inches. If the pencil were 7.7 inches long, you would predict to be 7.75 inches but your friend would predict it to be 7.5 inches. 

If you were to lay one hundred identical such pencils end to end and predict their length, what is the largest amount that your estimate and your friend's estimate could differ?
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
