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4. A trapezoid with two right angles.
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5.   A quadrilateral with no equal sides and no right angles.
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6. Two figures that have the same area, but one is a rectangle and the other is a parallelogram, but not a rectangle.  
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7.  Draw a square and a square whose area is twice the area of the first    

     square.
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
