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1. On our transaction graph, we have shown deposits or earnings by drawing a point for a given amount above the horizontal axis (a positive-value transaction).  We can show withdrawals (or money spent) by drawing points below the horizontal axis (a negative-value transaction, for example, -$30).  This would actually make a transaction graph more complete or “realistic.”  For the transaction graph below, draw the accumulation (balance) graph in the blank graph below.  
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2. How much money (balance) is in the account at the end of 5 days?

3. Make up a transaction graph, for10 days, which has at least 2 deposits and 3 withdrawals, and which results in a final accumulation of exactly $150.  Draw the transaction graph and the accumulation graph on the axes provided below.

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4. Make up a transaction graph for 10 days that has steady (identical) deposits for 5 days, then steady withdrawals for 5 days, which result in a final balance of $150.  Compare the corresponding graphs in questions 2 and 3 look the same?  How do they look different, and how do they resemble each other?
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
