Cut out the equilateral triangle drawn below. You can make more triangles by tracing around this triangle.
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1. By making more triangles and arranging them, make a bigger triangle which is similar to the original triangle, but with sides that are twice as long. Mark this larger triangle with an A. 

2. Below that, build a triangle which is similar to the original triangle but whose sides are three times as long. 

3. Compare the angles of the original triangle to the angles of the two bigger triangles. What do you notice?
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
